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Although choices will ultimately be determined by personal style and 
preferences, the main selection criteria for skirting boards in interior 
design should be noted: 

❖ Matching BattiSpazio with the floor. This first type is a great classic. The 
strip of material along the bottom of the walls is a natural continuation of 
the floor; a skirting board in the same colour as the floor offers stylistic 
consistency, making the room appear larger and more orderly. Essential 
and elegant. 

❖ Matching BattiSpazio with the walls. This solution, undoubtedly linked to 
modern and contemporary styles, is experiencing a strong rise in 
popularity; the design-motivated choice to make the skirting board 
match the walls makes it invisible, perfect for essential and minimalist 
interiors. The matching colour can also help elongate the walls in the 
case of low ceilings. 

❖ Matching BattiSpazio with the doors. This is another very popular and 
traditional solution, because it creates colour continuity with the fixtures. 
Matching BattiSpazio with the doors or window profiles creates a 
continuous design along the entire wall, outlining the perimeter for a 
highly characteristic effect. In small environments, for example, it is 
recommended to opt for solutions that fluidify the perception of the 
space. In this case, intent marries well with aesthetic reason: the skirting 
board frames the door and recalls the decorative motif. 

❖ Non-matching, contrasting. Those looking for a more modern, non-
conventional, and original approach can opt for this solution. The room 
certainly won’t go unnoticed. To highlight a furniture element or the 
colour of the walls, or perhaps play with different shades to emphasise 
the style of the room, a contrast might be the best option. What does this 
mean in terms of perception? Our gaze is distracted from the real size of 
the room and is captured by the style instead

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Matt Finish: the light is reflected in a diffused manner with respect to the ray 
that hits the surface, thus making the colours appear lighter and more 
subdued.
Ideal for rooms dedicated to relaxation such as bedrooms and living rooms.
The matt look “absorbs” the light, hides any imperfections, and gives the 
space a sense of sobriety and intimacy. 

Satin Finish: a semi-matt or semi-gloss finish obtained by searching for the 
perfect balance between light reflected in a specular and diffused way. Ideal 
for all rooms in the home, the satin effect offers the surface a balanced and 
regular appearance. The soft aspect of the surface is perceived in the same 
way, both visually and to the touch.

Gloss Finish: the light reflects in a specular manner with respect to the ray that 
hits the surface, thus making the nuances appear brighter and more lively. It is 
therefore particularly suited for SpazioLamina#Crudo and 
SpazioLamina#Perlato continuous surfaces to enhance the metallic and 
pearlescent effects.

In wet areas or if the client desires a matt, gloss, or satin effect, this is possible by 
applying a Hydrolux EVO polyurethane clear protective finish.

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Notes:
The reliability of the colours shown and photographic images 
is very high, however these must nonetheless be considered 
indicative as they are influenced by the type of lighting and 
printing. 
The spatula effect and chiaroscuro textures of the coverings 
are characterised by slight irregularities and colour 
movements typical of manual processing: these represent 
the most exclusive aesthetic features of continuous floors, 
making each installation unique.
